BLACK DIAMOND FINANCE ANNOUNCES
PLANS TO FORECLOSE ON NORTH METRO
HARNESS $51 MILLION DOLLAR DEBT.

May of 2010 brings some interesting news regarding Running
Aces Harness Park. The majority owner, Black Diamond Capi-
tal has started foreclosure proceedings on the $51,000,0000
that North Metro Harness borrowed to finance the building of
Running Aces.

Since Black Diamond acquired ownership of North Metro Har-
ness, they are essentially foreclosing on themselves.

This procedure will put them in a position to eliminate the long
term debt as a right off expense and put the track in a much
more viable position for the future.

Black Diamond has contributed nearly $28,000,000 to the op-
eration since taking over ownership and remains committed to
the long term operation of Running Aces.

Because of the foreclosure a new entity will be formed that will
take over the ownership of Running Aces but will remain a
subsidiary of Black Diamond Capital.

All proceedings will be under the scrutiny of the Minnesota
Racing Commission & the new entity will go through back-
ground checks and other licensing procedures.

This will hopefully be completed early this summer & is not
expected to effect the status of live racing.

OVERFLOW OF HORSES AS RUNNING ACES
BEGINS

LEADS TO INCREASE IN HANDLE AND OP-
PORTUNITY

With the anticipation of higher purses and more racing opportu-
nities the race office took in over 700 stall applications for the
250 stalls that are available at the track.

Trainers from as far away as California have sent applications in
hope of competing on the state of the art 5/8 mile oval.

This brings the dilemma of where to put all the horses that don’t
get stalls on the grounds.

Gregg Keidel, (director of racing) has scrambled to find local
housing for those that didn’t get stalls but still want to race at
Running Aces.

Opportunities will include some local farms as well as Rice lake
Wisconsin & Barnum MN. which are both several hours away.
The need for housing has inspired Cannon Falls to build a new
barn and add more stalls with plans for expanding even more in
the future.

All these horses has meant an additional race each day of the
meet thus far, which had plans to run only 8 races per day but
has been going with 9 to satisfy the demand for race opportuni-
ties.

Most races have had at least 8 entries and many have had more
than 9.

The full fields have contributed to higher handle which should
help contribute to the purses in the future.

Over the first 6 days the average handle thus far has been
$86,769, an increase of over 155% over the first 6 days of the
meet in 2009.

Part of the increase is do to the export signal.

June 1st was opening night and saw the largest single night of
handle in the history of the track. ($127,408)

The smallest night was June 5th handling $48,456 which was
still substantially higher of even the biggest night of the first 6
days of the meet last year. (40,829)
